Any exhibitor bringing imported equines to the Show, or who shall be exporting any equines exhibited at the 
Show after the event are required to contact the Animal Health Office prior to the show. (Tel: 01228 403 600) 

 

Horse passports must be with the horse and available for inspection as required by the Trading Standards 
Officer and Society Officials. 

 

Following advice from animal health professionals and the prevalence of the Equine Flu in the summer of 
2019, the Society Officials have made the decision to allow only horses vaccinated against Equine Flu to 
attend the 2024 Royal Welsh Show. 
The Society expects all equine entries to have an up-to-date equine influenza vaccination record. They must 
have received two primary vaccinations which are given not less than 21 days and not more than 60 days 
apart. 
If sufficient time has elapsed the equine entry must also have received a booster vaccination which is given 
not less than 120 days and not more than 180 days after the second component of the primary vaccination, 
and further booster vaccinations at intervals of not more than a year apart. 
None of the vaccinations must have been given on the day of entry to the showground or on any of the six 
days before entry to the showground. 
Note: Minimum requirements are the two primary vaccinations, plus seven days before entry to the 
showground. Foals six months of age or older must meet the minimum equine influenza vaccination 
requirement.
